At the RIBI Assembly for 2008-09 it was recommended with strong support from 
President Ian that clubs should be encouraged to support an RIBI Environment 
Day on 6th June 2009 and hope that the message has got through to clubs from 
District Community & Vocational Service Chairmen.

PDG Colin Bryant Community & Vocational Service Committee Chairman 2008-
09 The RIBI Environment sub Group suggests that clubs may wish to highlight 
water issues across the world and carry out a fundraising Walk for Water activity, 
funds raised to be donated to a water project. 
The event could be large or small involving children and the wider community. 
Our District Environment Officer has full details and will be able to help us. 
Examples: Provide litter bins, dog bins, recycling bins. Encourage environment 
projects in schools, Suggest an Allotment Clean up beauty spots, beaches, 
recreation grounds. Clear any derelict sites, or neglected ponds. Create a wildlife 
pond. Plant bulbs, shrubs, trees etc. Create floral displays. Organise an anti-litter 
campaign in our area. Encourage our club to take more interest in the 
environment. Discourage Fly tipping. Suggest ideas to improve community 
spaces. Encourage efficient use of water, heating and energy. Use the car only 
when necessary - Walk or cycle, etc, etc. 
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
